In feminist theory “intersectionality” refers to the interrelation of multiple, cross-cutting institutionalized power relations defined by race, class, gender, sexuality, nationality (and other axes of domination). Most intersectional analysis focuses at the level of social location, a “place” defined by these intersecting axes of domination, and asks how a social location shapes the experience and identity of those who occupy it.  

From this, it follows that to do politics in an intersectional way, we have to always take into account the diversity of social locations out of which people are acting. This taking into account will, affect our decisions about the issues we focus on, the way we talk about those issues, the solutions we propose, the language we use to justify those solutions, and so forth.
